You are responsible, each day for bringing your camera, memory card/USB cord, extra batteries, and your planner. You are able to earn 21 RESPECT points each class, but will lose ALL of these points if you fail to bring any of the above materials.

This syllabus is to help keep you organized and on track, but also to get you excited for the photo projects this semester. You may take photos right along with the syllabus or look ahead and work at your own pace.  For each project, you must have five excellent photos (NO BLURRY ones please!) in your digital photography file, by the due date.
Please keep your files organized, so that I can assess your progress.

Photography is an art, but it is also a skill, so be ready to learn a lot of handy tips to make your own personal style, even better!

Remember that each series of five photos must be bold, intriguing, compositionally interesting, and a work of art. Please look at the presentation before beginning the project.
People of Sandpoint 


For this project, you must get up close photos of people around town or at school. Please take a look at the Portrait Presentation and remember to show some contrast and choose a composition which includes a background which adds to your portrait and doesn’t distract. You can really show a person’s personality through portrait photography.
Wheels and Deals


Just what it says! Be creative and especially pay attention to Colour (opposite colours, harmonious colours, cool colours, or HOT) for this project. Look at how light affects form and creates drama. Change your perspective! Get down on the ground or point your camera up. 
Woods Wheatcroft


For this project we will look at the photography of Woods Wheatcroft, an artist who lives and works right here in Sandpoint. We will be visiting his studio and hearing him talk about his photographs. From there, you will be trying your hand at photos that show his unique style! www.woodswheatcroft.com
Alleys


Find a new perspective! The alleys in Sandpoint hold great mystery and allure. Find new ways to show a common part of our town.  
Fall up Close


‘Tis the Season! So get out there and focus on emphasis and texture. What does autumn look like to you? What special qualities does this season possess? Don’t tell me, show me. 
Creeps!


How do you get an emotional response from your viewer? How do you make your audience emphasize with your photographic art? Can you create mood and emotion in a photo? Before beginning, find five photos on line that truly evoke an emotional response. Put those in your “Creeps” folder first, then begin your project.
Feet with a View


Show action or in-action for this project. Your feet must be in there somewhere. Capture a moment sitting on your porch, running with your dog, or something completely new. Pay close attention to the fact that I am looking for creative compositions.
Horizon


It’s always there, but in Sandpoint, there are some beautiful ways to put it in to a photo. Separating the land from the sky or the water from the sky, can be serene, dramatic, or just plain lovely. Get up early or stay up late to capture it. The only requirement for this project is to include the horizon. Enjoy!
Self-Portrait: Journaling through Photography


A self portrait does not have to only include your face, but it could. Each student will have their own space on a wall in the school, to show their photographic “self-portrait”.  These ten photos will show daily life, habbits, hobbies, strengths, environment, and anything else that says something about you. Be brave!

At the end of this class, your final project is to have a portfolio, which includes the best of your work this semester. Please have it be an on-going and continuous work of art.
Artists you may choose from for your one Homework Assignment, which is due for the Night of the Notables.  Choose a photographer, write an essay about him/her and his work and take two photos in his/her style.
