INTRODUCTION

You will be designing, creating, painting, and glazing a collection of multiples. You must think of how your audience will view your finished installation Will it be hung   or displayed on a pedestal. Will it be on the floor or hanging from the ceiling? You can do a multiple of anything you would like, but there must be some personal meaning behind your choice. Your colour palette will be very important here. Will all of them be the same colour? Will they lack colour? While critiquing your own work: what meaning/feeling do you want to convey?
IDEAS DEVELOPMENT (In Sketchbook)

You must brainstorm today with words and sketches after seeing some of Ms. Morgan’s samples. You must include ideas for paint colours or glazes. You will do this quietly for thirty minutes at which time, you can being using clay, to do some mock ups. Discuss with your peers their opinions when they see your ideas.
FINAL WORK

You will create a series/collection of at least 16 items if not more. You must be able to display this in an art gallery in some way. Your piece must be highly refined and innovative. Your piece must be connected and “stand” on its own.

Have you created refined, structurally strong and neat pieces?

Have you used the comments of peers, to improve the impact of your finished project?
